2010 Nomination Form

Many individuals have made significant contributions to improve the quality of life of the Latino community either at the local, regional, or state level.  To help recognize these leaders and the contributions made to and by Latinos in the state of Iowa, the Iowa Commission on Latino Affairs would like to present two awards at the 12th Annual Strengthening and Valuing Latina/o Communities in Iowa Conference (aka the Iowa Latino Conference) on October 16, 2010: the Robert D. Ray Iowa Latino Ambassador Award and the Mary Campos Award.   

The Robert D. Ray Iowa Latino Ambassador Award was created in 2004 to identify an individual 18 years of age or older who has made significant contributions above and beyond their job descriptions in work  or volunteer efforts to improve the quality of life of the Latino community.  

The Mary Campos Award was created in 2006 by the Iowa Commission on Latino Affairs to identify a private or non-profit organization that has made significant contributions through internal changes or outreach efforts to serve the Latino community above and beyond what is considered the norm to improve the quality of life of the Iowa Latino community.  The first Mary Campos Award was presented to recognize all those who participated in the May 1, 2006 event, which saw an outpouring of immigrants into the light of day across our country.

The contributions made by a nominee for the Robert D. Ray Iowa Latino Ambassador Award and the Mary Campos Award must be either at the local, regional, or state level for a duration of at least seven years if related to their work or at least five years if the work has been done outside the job description, in one of the following areas: education (Head Start to higher learning), health care, legislative or systemic change(s) having a positive effect in the lives of Latinos (including Latino immigrants, civic participation, citizenship, etc.), Latino cultural retention/promotion, neighborhood improvement, community organizing, youth development and youth leadership, empowerment of women, Latino immigrant integration, and economic development.
