Dimdim – Angie had suggested that we consider using Dimdim in conjunction with our meetings.
Dimdim lets anyone host and attend online meetings, and webinars using just a web browser.  With Dimdim groups can share documents, web pages, whiteboards, audio, and video – you can even record your events - with no software to install. Dimdim is free for small meetings and starts at only $25 per month for unlimited use with more participants.   

What is Everyone Collecting - Tammy brought pop bottle lids, pine cones and artificial flowers.  Other suggestions were tape rolls, keys and hotel key cards.  
Reusable Useables Creative Art Center – Angie has been very busy collecting materials. She stated that she will have memberships and pound passes.  The center will have a scale so that items can be weighed.  Most likely the fee will be $1 a pound.  The center is set to open in October.  One it is open Angie anticipates setting aside 2 -3 days a week for collecting materials.  The Iowa Waste Exchange has been instrumental in helping build relationships with businesses.  We will discuss a possible visit to her center and retreat at the September meeting.
