Introductions were given and we welcomed a new committee member Kelly Donnelly.

Infants and Toddlers
We need to explore how the play events fit with infant and toddlers or should we just market to preschool age.
Surveys/Evaluations
Marcia Nell the Director of Professional Development for the Institute for Self Active Education will ask Marcia to send her a copy of the survey.
Rhonda will add additional questions to the participant evaluation form that we currently use.  The questions focus on the presenter.

Play Event Outline
There was some concern as to when to clean up the play materials.  It was decided the play coach should do what works best for them and their audience.  When getting out play materials leave one of the items in the bag so that it will make clean up easier. As you use the outlines that have been created please let the rest of the committee know if something needs to be changed or added.  Tammy will add the ice breaker that they used in the Pleasant Hill training and the history of the Iowa AEYC Play Events to the outline and email the revised outline to the committee.
Play materials
After much discussion it was decided that we would not use the medicine bottles or the wine corks as play materials in play events.  With two events coming up on June 19 we need to create additional play kits.  Some suggestions for materials are pine cones, branches and rocks.  Mesh bags would be good to hold items and would be easy to put in the dish washer.  Magnetic wands would make picking up metal objects easier.

Head Start funds
Tom has a possible $1,000 that he can give us for play.  The committee came up with the following list of items:
1.  LCD projector
2.  Video flip camera or video camera
3.  Flash drive – several
4.  Digital camera
5.  CD player
6.  Laptop
7.  Mesh bags for kits and tubs
8.  Marketing materials – brochures, postage – Marie suggested we develop a flyer through Vista Print – Rhonda suggested that we apply for the Allegra Printing Foot Print Fund – the application is available September 1 with a deadline for submission of November 1.  The link to their website is http://www.allegradsm.com/nonprofit/fpf.php.  Through this fund nonprofit organizations are selected to help enhance their image, expand their services and extend their marketing budgets.  A total of $10,000 is available in the fund.
 Before the end of the meeting we found out that the Head Start funds can’t be used on professional development or equipment.
Fee Schedule
It was decided that we would ask the host to furnish a laptop, LCD projector, and CD player.  A fee of $20 for a laptop, $20 for a LCD projector and $5 for a CD player will be charged if the host is unable to furnish those items.  Fees for chapters were raised $50 for both the 3.5 and 6 hour trainings.  This will cover the entire cost of the Play Coach fees.  The number of participants was changed to a maximum of 50.
