Program Description: Developmentally Appropriate Practice and Play is designed as a four-part, self-paced, interactive learning opportunity. The program addresses the ways in which developmentally appropriate practice supports a key element of effective teaching of young children, birth through 8 years of age: children learning through high-quality play. The program’s topics are: the characteristics and types of play; supporting high-level, mature play; and the teacher’s roles in supporting play. Program Audience: NAEYC designed this series for teachers and family child care providers who provide care and education for infants, toddlers, preschoolers, kindergartners, and primary grade children--as well as center- and school-based program administrators, teacher educators, researchers, and others interested in high-quality programs for young children.
 
Program Format: For each topic above, the learner will:

· Watch a video that focuses on an element of play. Each video includes an overview of the topic; classroom scenes depicting children learning through play in programs for infants, toddlers, preschoolers, kindergartners, and primary grade children; and voices of the experts: teachers, administrators, researchers, and others.

· Have opportunities to reflect on the concepts presented and extend your learning. Following each video presentation a series of questions allows you to think about the key concepts presented and apply your knowledge, using scenarios and brief video scenes from early childhood classrooms.

· Download and print resources to further extend your learning about DAP and play.
